I am happy to report it has been another successful year at the Gerringong Golf Club, the course is in great shape despite the longest hottest summer I have experienced here. 

It has been an exciting year for green staff with the loss of 2 of our staff late last year, firstly Harry Dobson our apprentice decided to make a career change and move to Carr bros motorcycle's at Albion Park and secondly Louis Sutherland.

Louis who was much loved by staff and members was offered the superintendent’s position at Nowra Golf Club, and by all reports is going great and improving the course dramatically, getting it back to its former glory. 

Other news on prior staff Keenan Hobbs one of the first apprentices I trained has taken over as superintendent at Shoalhaven Heads Golf Club, this is great news for Keenan and we are very excited to see him back in the area. Also David Sutherland who completed his apprenticeship with Keenan has taken over as superintendent at the new Bingara Gorge Golf Club in Sydney, it has been great to watch these guys grow into great green keepers and I wish them all the best into the future.

Our 2 new staff, Tom Dobson and Dylan Arnold are fitting in very well and are both doing a great job, it has also been very refreshing having new faces around and both young men are excited and motivated to keep Gerringong Golf Club moving forward. Tom has moved over as a qualified greenkeeper from Warilla Bowling Club and has handled the transition to a golf club extremely well, Tom is motivated and dedicated to his career in turf management and will be a great asset to the club.

Dylan has just completed year 12 and has started as an apprentice with us, Dylan is learning fast and doing a great job in his new role especially up at the club on a Tuesday, both in service to members and guests and in maintenance of the club and carts.

On the course things are going great, the club purchased a John Deere large area rough mower which has already proved to be a great buy, this machine is safer, covers a large area fast and completes the mowing neater than any machine I have experienced before.

We have experienced quite a dry period over the past 12 months with us nearly running out of water on 2 occasions. This has led to a contingency supply being needed. To ensure the club has access to water at all times we are in the process of connecting to town water which will only be used in a worst case scenario situation, but will supply us with an essential water supply at all times. We are also putting plans together to remove the silt from the 11th dam to increase our useable water supply.

The practice green has been resurfaced and seeded last week, this project took a little longer than anticipated due to some of the weed grasses proving harder to kill than usual as well as us being still being very busy on the course due to the extended summer.
